Egremont Conservation Commission Meeting minutes of February 23, 2017 held
at the town hall, Egremont, MA 7:00 PM start time.

Commissioners present: Chairman Bill Tynan, Ted Rubsamen, Alina Hsu and Ben
Barrett.

Guests: Paul Sierau, Neil Deluca, Brent White.
No meeting on February 9, 2017 due to snow storm.

Cather 64 Prospect Lake Road: Brent White here to request an extension for the
plantings. Bill Tynan and Ben Barrett did a site visit with Brett White on February
21, 2017 at 4:30. The project has been delayed and plantings and site work have
not been completed, so the owners are asking for an extension. Expiration date
03/06/17. Motion to grant a three year, all in favor, motion passed.

Will Lillard will be purchasing 4 Creamery Road soon, and is already interested in
possibly adding a carport of some sort. Given the proximity to the wetlands that
appear on Oliver, it is our contention that it needs closer examination, and
accurate plans. Bill Tynan reached out to Will via email as to procedure and
protocol.

Neil Deluca of 66 Lakeside Drive is interested in removing two trees, one pine
and one maple, both approximately 14” diameter breast height, on the bank of
Prospect Lake. Bill Tynan and Ben Barrett did a site visit there on February 15 at
4:30. Mark Stinson was contacted for input, and it is Mark’s contention that
removal of these two trees will alter the resource. Rather than submitting an RDA
or an NOI as would probably be needed, Mr. Deluca is going to consider pruning
instead, as that is exempt. Paul Sierau suggests following ANSI A 300 pruning
standards for trees.

Joe Bozza from Berkshire County Carpentry here for the hearing for Battaglia 66
Prospect Lake Road opened at 7:50 PM. Ben Barrett recorded it on a voice
recorder. Site plan submitted for the deck. Low footprint hellio piles will be used.
200 lineal feet of wattles to be installed. The deck is on the lake side of the home,
but cutting of parts and materials will be stored on the opposite side. A written



summary of the project was submitted and attached to the RDA. Hearing closed
at 8:03 PM. Motion issued for a Negative 3 finding with the conditions that they
contact us before starting work, and once the wattles are set so we can inspect it,
and upon completion.

Discussion of how to enlist new commissioners ensued. An article was submitted
today for the Egremont Newsletter. Bill Tynan suggested perhaps asking for a
time slot at the next Select board meeting. Perhaps an ad in the Shoppers Guide?

Mt. Washington Bridge reports are coming in from Emily Stockman. There have
been many delays. Site visits by Stockman Associates 2/2/17 2/10/17 and
2/15/17. A site visit was done today, too.

Motion to accept minutes of January 12, 2017 as submitted. All in favor.

Meeting “minutes” of January 26, 2017 accepted, but without quorum, they are
merely notes. Only Bill Tynan and Ben Barrett were in attendance.

Motion to continue the Hearing for Shemshack pond expansion project to March
9 at 7:30 PM. All in favor. Motion carried.
